Neil Bauman, Ph.D.

Neil Bauman, is a hearing loss
coping skills specialist, researcher, author
and speaker on issues related to hearing
loss. Dr. Bauman is no stranger to the
problems associated with hearing loss.
He has successfully lived with a lifelong
severe hearing loss himself. Dr. Bauman
main focus is helping hard of hearing
people effectively and successfully adapt
to their hearing loss, tinnitus, other phantom sounds and
balance problems while minimizing future damage to their
ears—particularly from the effects of ototoxic drugs.

Dr. Bauman is the author of eleven books and more than
500 articles covering a broad range of hearing loss topics,
including more than 100 articles related to ototoxic drugs. His
b o o IOtotoxie-Drugs Exposed, soon t o be
third edition, describes approximately one thousand drugs,
herbs and chemicals that can (and do) damage ears. He is the
founder and Executive Director of the Center for Hearing Loss
Help. In addition, Dr. Bauman is an active member of both the
Hearing Loss Association of America (HLAA) and the
Canadian Hard of Hearing Association (CHHA).

Audrey L. Holland, Ph.D.

Audrey L. Holland, is a Regents'
Professor Emerita of Speech-Language
and Hearing Sciences at the University
of Arizona, and Research Director at the
Adler Aphasia Center in New Jersey.
Her areas of expertise include working
with adults who have aphasia and other
neurologic communication disorders,
aspects of aging, and counseling individuals with disabilities and
their families. She has served on Advisory Boards for the
National Institute on Deafness and other Communication
Disorders (NIH), the US Department of Veterans Affairs,
and the National Center for Medical Rehabilitation Research
(NIH). Dr. Holland had received the Honors of the
American Speech, Language Hearing Association, the Clinical
Achievement Award from the Academy of Neurologic
Communication Disorders and Sciences and the Professional
Achievement Award from the Council of Graduate Programs in
Communication Sciences and Disorders.

She has published over 150 research articles, book chapters
and reviews, edited three books, and developed a test of
functional communication skills called CADL (revised as
CADL-2 with Davida Fromm and Carol Frattali).

Association, and the 2008 Distinguished Service Award from
the American Speech-Language-Hearing Association.

Judy Montgomery, is a Professor of
Special Education and Literacy, at the
School of Education, Chapman University.
Judy has over two decades of experience as a
speech  language  pathologist,  school
prinicipal, and director of special education
in public schools in California.

"Clinical Aphasiology Update: New Issues, New
Concerns, New Treatments"

Moderator: Dr. Dianne Slavin

COURSE DESCRIPTION:

This workshop is designed to provide an overview of the state-of-
the-art in treatment of aphasia. The morning session will begin by
discussing the issues and controversies concerning delivery of service
to persons with aphasia and their families in the current healthcare
climate, from the perspective of the World Health Organization, and
from that of Kagan and Simmons-Mackie embodied in their A-
FROM model. Following exploration of these contemporary
questions, we will review a selected sample of innovative treatment
approaches.

The afternoon session will have two foci. The first part will focus
on the growing use of social approaches to the treatment of aphasia,
as exemplified in the increasing number of aphasia centers and
smaller group approaches that span the psychosocial spectrum. Next,
the changing world of technology and aphasia will be discussed in
detail, from virtual therapists for aphasia, to augmentative devices
with clear applicability to aphasia, to how the internet can play a role
in aphasia management.
