Associate Professor and Director of the Master’s Degree Program in Speech-Language Pathology at the University 
of Pittsburgh and Co-Director of the Stuttering Center of Western Pennsylvania. In addition to conducting research 
on the development of stuttering in young children, he has extensive experience working in a variety of clinical   
settings with children and adults who stutter. He has served on the board of directors of the National Stuttering Asso-
ciation and on the Steering Committee of the American Speech-Language-Hearing Association’s Special Interest 
Division for Fluency Disorders. Dr. Yaruss frequently presents continuing education workshops to help speech-
language pathologists feel more confident helping preschool and school-age children who stutter. He is co-author of 
the Overall Assessment of the Speaker’s Assessment of Stuttering (OASES), published by Pearson Assessments. 
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 Many speech-language pathologists have expressed doubts about their ability to help school-age children who stutter.      
Questions about eligibility and dismissal criteria, overall treatment goals and IEPs, techniques for improving speech fluency, ways 
to improve children’s communication attitudes, strategies for working with parents and teachers, how to minimize teasing and 
bullying, and whether children can benefit from fluency devices or medications are common. The purpose of this workshop is to 
help clinicians find real-world, practical answers to these and many other questions. 
 A framework for understanding stuttering will be presented, followed by a review of critical diagnostic procedures. Specific 
treatment exercises and strategies will be discussed, and participants will explore a variety of ways to help children who stutter.

Lori has taught international workshops and graduate 
courses on  Communication Intervention in Autism Spectrum Disorders (ASD), Picture Exchange Communication 
System (PECS), Verbal Behavior and Functional Communication Training and consults to schools and families to 
create effective communication training protocols.

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 Hearing conservation is a topic not well-covered in many audiology programs. This session will update you on the damage 
that occurs from excessive noise, present techniques to estimate a patient’s noise exposure, select adequate hearing protection 
devices, and clinically test those devices to ensure proper fit.  
 Forensic audiology is the application of the principles of our field to legal issues. Because our knowledge and skill are help-
ful in deciding cases, we are well on our way to taking our rightful place alongside our colleagues in medicine and science as 
expert witnesses.
